17 (Mo) - Depart your European gateway and arrive in Nairobi, Kenya. Transfer to The Stanley Hotel for overnight.

18 (Tu) - There will be a tour briefing at 8am, reviewing the itinerary with suggested ‘Do’s & Don’ts’ to make your trip more pleasurable.
